Too thorough purging in preparation for a laparotomy 

contributes to post-operative distress. A simple laxative or 
an enema is sufficient for most cases, and even these can 
often be dispensed with. Urgent cases operated upon with-^ 
out any preparation usually do as well, as far as the bowels 
are concerned, as those previously purged.—Am. Journ. of 
Surg.
