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Suggestions About Eye Injuries.

In wounds of the cornea, the eye should be thoroughl
cleansed, any projecting iris cut off, atropia and argyrol
dropped into the eye, and the same sterile dressing applied.

If the sclera is wounded, the conjunctiva should be drawn
over the wound and stitched together to protect the contents™
of the eyeball. We may also in many cases cover wounds of
the cornea with a conjunctival flap by the Kuhnt method.——\%\
